1. Overview 
 
1.1 In light of the Covid-19 pandemic, the University will need to ensure that it continues to provide 

a safe environment for people to work and study and that appropriate measures are in place to 
support compliance with Government guidance. 

 
1.2 As part of that, the University will need to collect and otherwise process personal data about 

staff, students and third parties, including health data. This guidance provides general 
information on the factors to be considered in any such data collection and processing, and in 
ensuring a fair and transparent approach to handling people’s data.  

 
1.3 In circumstances where there will be any processing of health data on a large scale, a Data
