Credit will be given for correct working even if the final answer is not correct.

Level 5
Philosophical Foundations of Cognitive Science

Candidates answer TWO questions out of SIX.
Each question is worth 50 marks

Level 6

Philosophy of Science and Consciousness
Candidates answer TWO questions out of EIGHT.
Each question is worth 50 marks.

Topics in the Philosophy of Cognitive Science
Candidates should answer TWO questions out of EIGHT.
Each question is worth 50 marks.
